Thank you for your interest in the Indiana Teaching Alternatives for School Psychologists (ITASP) program!  First, this program is being developed to meet the needs of working educators who wish to move into the expanding field of school psychology. The following information is intended to answer any general questions you may have! 
· When does the program begin?

This program will start in June of 2008 with the first summer session. 
· What is the duration of the program? 

The program is intended to last three summers and three academic years. 
· What will completing this program allow me to do?

Students enrolled in the program earn an Educational Specialist (Ed.S.) degree in School Psychology and are license eligible as school psychologists at the completion of the program.  In other words, graduates can be employed as school psychologists.  
· What could I expect of the courses during a semester? 

During the academic years the students will be enrolled in courses delivered in either an on-line format or a hybrid format with required on campus meetings for five weekends spread throughout the semester. 
Students will enroll in three courses each academic year semester – two content courses and one practicum. The practicum will require students to have release time during the day to ensure their ability to complete the required activities.  Practicum will require eight hours per week devoted to school psychology related activities.   
During the summer sessions (I and II), the students will enroll in four on-campus courses. The courses will range from 5-weeks to 10-weeks in length. These courses are intense and require face-to-face contact.  Please note students do not enroll in courses during the 3-week summer session in May.

· What specific courses will I take?

The ITASP degree program is designed to offer our on-campus Ed.S. program in an alternate delivery format.  We will have a course of study available very soon on our program web-site at:

· What about textbooks?

Content courses will have required textbooks and some practicum courses may as well.  The ISU bookstore will gladly ship books purchased by students who are off-campus.  
· What about my internship year?

The third year of the program will be a full-time internship. During this last academic year, students will be enrolled in two courses each semester.  The two courses are the internship course and the research project course.  The internship is intended to be a paid experience, where students move into the full-time role of a school psychologist. Although students will be performing some of the responsibilities of a school psychologist, it is important to note that the internship is still a part of their training. The internship should not be considered the first year on the job. 

· Is there a culminating research project?  
In partial fulfillment of the degree requirements, students will be expected to conduct a relevant research project.  This research project will be completed under the supervision of one of the school psychology faculty.  Students work on this project during their internship year.  
· How do I apply?  

To apply, interested applicants must apply to the School of Graduate Studies (SOGS).  The application web-site is:  http://www.indstate.edu/sogs/applynow.htm.  Students apply to the Ed.S. program in School Psychology.  The following information should be submitted to the SOGS: (1) three letters of recommendation, (2) a narrative statement regarding the desire to pursue this degree, and (3) GRE scores.  In addition to these materials, applicants must supply to the program, a letter of support from their supervisor and/or principal indicating the supervisor’s and/or principal’s willingness to provide the time and resources necessary for the practicum and class assignments. · What if I took the GRE previously during another degree program?

Previous GRE scores can be considered for admission if the scores are within the last five years.  Scores beyond this time are not admissible and applicants will need to re-take the GRE and have scores sent to ISU.  
· Could I expect previous courses to transfer?  

It is possible that some courses taken toward another degree or administrative license may be transferred to the school psychology degree.  However, this determination cannot be made until an applicant has been accepted into the program.  Once an applicant has been offered admission into the program and accepts the offer to attend, the applicant is encouraged to schedule an appointment with Dr. Krug or Dr. Roberts-Pittman to discuss transfer courses.  In order for courses to be considered, the applicant must provide a catalog description and the course syllabus he or she wishes to transfer.  Applicants should be aware that School of Graduate Studies guidelines for transfer credit include limitations on the content, age, and number of course credits that can be applied to a graduate degree at ISU.   Students are encouraged to view the SOGS guidelines for course transfers in the Graduate Catalog (pp.19-21). The Graduate Catalog is available at:

· What about tuition and fees?
