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Dear Pre-Too! Scholarship Applicant,

We are pleased that you have an interest in pursuing a teaching career in a high needs school or district. Many ISU graduates have served such schools with distinction throughout Indiana, indeed the United States, and we would expect that you will be equally successful in your career. To help you achieve your educational goals, ISU and the College of Education has up to $3,000 in funding per semester to support you in the last 1-4 semesters of study prior to graduation.

Scholarship recipients are required to teach in a high needs school or corporation within a period of time after graduation (generally six months). If they do not, the scholarship must be repaid. Furthermore, receipt of this grant does not construe that a particular job is waiting for you upon graduation. Instead, students apply for a teaching position just as other graduates do, and so long as they receive one in a qualifying school or district anywhere in the United States within the noted time period after graduation and work for the requisite amount of time (one year for every year a student was given a scholarship), they have no obligation to pay back the money received.

The scholarship funds can be used to cover expenses associated with tuition, fees, books, and on-campus housing associated with fall and spring semesters.

To be eligible for the scholarship program, applicants must meet the following requirements:

Current ISU Students, Transfer Students & Second Undergraduate Majors

· Minimum of 48 earned hours

· GPA of 3.0, students with a GPA lower than 3.0, but who meet the College of Education’s guidelines for “satisfactory academic progress” may be eligible.
· Full-time enrollment

Transition to Teaching Students

· Must meet the program’s admissions guidelines (see http://coe.indstate.edu/ess/ transitiontoteaching.htm )

· Hold an undergraduate degree
· Minimum entering GPA to ISU of 2.75

· A completed US-DOE Application/Contract
· A completed ISU Application

· A 2-page statement describing your commitment/interest in teaching in a high needs school (does not have to be in Indiana)

· 2 letters of recommendation from persons that know you well, ideally from a faculty member/course instructor and/or persons familiar with your interests in being a teacher

· Transcripts (unofficial acceptable) from all non-ISU colleges or universities attended (we can access your ISU transcripts)

Transfer and Transition to Teaching (T2T) students must be admitted to the university before they can be considered for this scholarship. Information on applying for admission to the university can be found below:
